P a r k i n g ” s i g n e d a r e a s i s 
prohibited. Vehicles parked on the 
street must be moved every 48 
hours. Be aware of your vehicle’s 
position so that your neighbors 
can back out of their driveway 
safely and allow at least 10 feet 
width of the street so adequate 
distance can be maintained for 
emergency vehicles. Vehicles 
may not be parked within six feet 
(6’) of any mailbox.

About Us

Ingredients:


• ¼ cup unsalted butter 
• 1 sweet onion, diced 
• 2 carrots, peeled and 

sliced 
• 2 ribs celery, diced 
• 3 cloves garlic, minced 
• 2 teaspoons chopped 

fresh thyme leaves 
• ¼ cup all-purpose flour 
• ¼ cup dry white wine 
• 2 ½ cups chicken stock 
• 1 cup half and half 
• 3 cups shredded 

rotisserie chicken (or 
turkey) 

• 1 cup frozen peas 
• 2 tablespoons chopped 

fresh parsley leaves 
• Kosher salt and freshly 

ground black pepper, to 
taste 

• Pre-baked flaky biscuits 
Directions 

• Preheat oven to 350 degrees F. 
• Melt butter in a large stockpot or Dutch oven over medium heat. Add 

onion, carrots and celery. Cook, stirring occasionally, until tender, 
about 3-4 minutes. Stir in garlic and thyme until fragrant, about 1 
minute. 

• Whisk in flour until lightly browned, about 1 minute. 
• Stir in wine, scraping any browned bits from the bottom of the 

stockpot. 
• Stir in chicken stock and half and half. Bring to a boil; reduce heat 

and simmer, stirring occasionally, until thickened, about 6-8 
minutes. 

• Stir in chicken, peas and parsley; season with salt and pepper, to 
taste. Top with biscuits. 

• Serve immediately
